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Buckhorn Weston Village Hall Hiring Agreement

Special Conditions of Hire – Licensable Activities 

These Special Conditions of Hire include provisions required to comply with the Premises Licence issued under the Licensing Act 2003.  

These conditions apply to all events at which regulated entertainment or the sale of alcohol takes place and form part of the Hiring Agreement where necessary.

The Hirer hereby acknowledges receipt of a copy of the conditions of the Premises Licence and/or Operating Schedule for the premises, in accordance with which the hiring must be undertaken and agrees to comply with all obligations therein (see Hiring Agreement – Part 1 – Section 2).  
1.
Hours of Opening

The premises shall not be used for licensable activities except between the hours 

of 10am and 11:30pm Monday to Thursday; 10am and midnight Friday and Saturday; and 10am and 10:30pm Sunday unless special permission has been issued by North Dorset District Council Licensing Authority and by the Management Committee.

2.
Capacity and Supervision

 (a)
There shall, in addition to the Hirer, be a minimum of two competent attendants on duty on the premises to assist people entering and leaving, none of whom shall be less than 18 years of age.  If most of the audience is under 16, the number of attendants shall be not less than three. All persons on duty shall have been instructed as to their essential responsibilities in the event of fire or other emergencies, including attention to disabled persons, the location and use of the fire fighting equipment available, how to call the Fire Brigade and evacuation procedure. 

(b)
The number of people on the premises shall not exceed 150 for dancing, or 140 closely seated.  When seating is provided at tables (including mixed events with dancing and seating at tables) the number of people on the premises shall not exceed 120.
3.
Age

The Hirer, not being a person under 18 years of age, hereby accepts responsibility for being in charge of and on the premises at all times when the public are present and for ensuring that all conditions of the Premises Licence and/or the Operating Schedule relating to management and supervision of the premises are met.
4.
Dangerous and unsuitable Performances

Performances involving danger to the public, or of a sexually explicit nature, shall not be given.

5.
Film Shows

Children shall be restricted from viewing age-restricted films classified according to the recommendations of the British Board of Film Classification. 

6.
Sale of Alcohol

The Hirer, not being a person under 18 years of age, hereby undertakes responsibility to ensure that:
· Alcohol will not be sold or supplied to those aged under 18
· Alcohol will not be sold or supplied to those who are drunk or disorderly
· Any person who attempts to purchase alcohol, or any person who is having alcohol purchased for them and appears to be under the age of 25, will be asked to produce one of the acceptable forms of photographic ID before any sale of alcohol is made.  The photograph, and the date of birth on the photographic ID will be looked at and checked on each occasion.  
· The only acceptable forms of photographic ID are: photographic DVLA driving licence, valid Passport or ID card with PASS hologram.  Any ID that appears to be tampered with will not be accepted
· Any refusal to serve will be recorded in a Refusal Register and a copy provided to the Management Committee on completion of the event (see attached for format).
· Any person present at the event, who attempts to purchase alcohol for anyone under the age of 18, will be asked to leave the premises and not permitted to return to the event.
· Notices will be placed behind the bar, and in other easily viewable places, to inform all personnel attending the event of the policy in respect to alcohol (see attached for format).
· All personnel involved in the selling of alcohol at the event do not carry out, arrange, or participate in any irresponsible promotions of alcohol.  An irresponsible promotion means any one or more of the following activities or substantially similar activities, carried on for the purpose of encouraging the sale or supply of alcohol for the consumption on the premises in a manner which carries a significant risk of leading or contribution to crime and disorder, prejudice to public safety, or harm to children:-
· Games or other activities which require or encourage, or are designed to require or encourage individuals to:
· Drink a quantity of alcohol within a time limit (other than to drink alcohol sold or supplied on the premises before the cessation of the period in which the responsible person is authorised to sell or supply the alcohol), or
· Drink as much alcohol as possible (whether within a time limit or otherwise)
· Provision of unlimited or unspecified quantities of alcohol free, or for a fixed or discounted fee, to the public or to a group defined by a particular characteristic (other than any promotion or discount available to an individual in respect of alcohol for consumption at a table meal, as defined in Section 159 of the Act)
· Provision of free or discounted alcohol or any other thing as a prize to encourage or reward the purchase or consumption of alcohol over a period of 24 hours or less
· Provision of free or discounted alcohol in relation to the viewing on the premises of a sporting event, where that provision is dependant on:
· The outcome of a race
· The likelihood of anything occurring or not occurring

Noise
